Instructions for Installing the Global Search and Replace Freeware Tool

1) Copy GlobalSearchandReplace.tbx file to your iFIX \Local directory

2) Copy the GlobalSearchReplaceRes.dll to your iFIX \NLS directory

3) Go to the Windows command Prompt and do the following:

a) Go to the root of C:\ by typing CD\

Type C:\Program Files\Proficy\Proficy iFIX\NLS  ‘for iFix 5.5 through iFIX 5.8 Or higher (32 bit operating system)
Or Type C:\Program Files (x86)\Proficy\Proficy iFIX\NLS  ‘for iFix 5.5 through iFIX 5.8 (64 bit operating system)

Or Type C:\Program Files (x86)\GE\iFIX\NLS ‘ for iFix 5.9 or higher

b) Type regsvr32 GlobalSearchReplaceRes.dll – then hit the Enter key
c) You will see an information window indicating it completed successfully

If you are running IFIX on a Windows 7 or newer operating system then when launching the Command prompt, right click and select “Run as administrator” in order to do so using the elevated administrator as required.
4) Start iFIX

5) On the Workspace menu select Toolbars, choose Customize and then Import.  You should see GlobalSearchandReplace in the list box.  Select and choose Add.

NOTE: If you are using the Ribbon View, click on the Settings button from the Workspace-Home page then select Toolbars, choose Customize and then Import. You should see GlobalSearchandReplace in the list box.  Select and choose Add.
You will now see the Toolbar in Workspace and it should function correctly.
